The grouping into parties of four couples and duties of those participating in the event is deter-
mined by the organiser in a fair, random and democratic manner from the list of those who have
indicated that they wish to participate on the round robin that was circulated around the club.
Each party will consist of a host & hostess and three couples, details of which will be circulated to
all participants by the organiser.

What you arrange between yourselves once the list has been published is entirely up to you.
This includes, but is not limited to:- transport both to and from the venue, the disposal of any de-
bris resulting from the meal, the washing of all crockery and cutlery, subsequent clean-
ing/decontamination needed as a result of accident or illness and the provision of any medical
treatment required.

The host & hostess will, in consultation with the other party members, agree the date, theme, time
frame, menu, dress code and venue for evening.

The host & hostess shall satisfy themselves that they have arranged adequate insurance cover
for the event and the guests.

Each couple shall be totally responsible for the provision of the food and wine, and its effects, for
the course they have agreed to supply both pre and post consumption. Where practical, food
should be brought to the host plated and ready to be consumed.

If humanly possible, it is requested that one member of the party remains compos mentis long
enough to take a few photographs of the evening for inclusion in the club bulletin. The further into
the evening these are taken the more interesting they become. They may also be extremely use-
ful in the event of any subsequent litigation.

Swindon Thamesdown Rotary Club absolves its self to tally from any responsibility for the
consequences of the evening.

This includes, but is not limited to:- structural d amage to property, legal action by third
parties, medical treatment, births, deaths, marriag ___es and divorce.
