Meeting 12th August 2008

Host our own erudite PP Mike Slipper who gave grace and then we queued at the
mixed grill buffet which was very good

(I loved it when PP Alan Jefferies asked loudly for some ‘FROGGO’ MUSTARD or
as he said it ‘Froggo mootard’ - which is possibly French speak!) and the new
French waiter had to go and get it for him!! Ho Ho!! So much for International under-
standing the Rotary way! A good meal enjoyed by all with plenty of banter through-
out the evening and a heartfelt plea from Senior Vice President Richard Fry  due to
the fact that we only had one course — no pud you see!

Speaker tonight was Dave Hoare from Swindon Borough Council Parks and
events and it was very interesting as he gave us a little of his potted history. At the
beginning he started at Wembley Council which later became
Brent Council of which he did not approve, then how he went to
Agricultural College and from there to Chippenham Golf Course,
then into the police force before joining Swindon in the Parks &
Recreation dept. During his job interview he was asked the ques-
tion if you saw some boys playing football in an area where it was
not allowed what would you say to them he replied ‘that he would
ask them to go to one of the designated football areas’. the ques-
tioner then asked ‘if the boys said they couldn't as it was three
quarters of a mile away what would his response be’—he replied
‘I would come back to you as it would be your problem as you told
me that there are football areas within half a mile of each other and it would be your
problem not mine’— he got the job! His first task was as Inspector of dog poo!




Fortunately he did not bring samples along! He then moved onto events venues (like
the Polo ground where we have held events) when he started there were only 5
events held in Swindon annually and now there are many more including the con-
certs in the Town Gardens Bowl which he modernised and had electrics and other
things installed in this 1930’s venue which is now more widely used. The Town Gar-
dens bandstand now has band concerts every Sunday from St Georges day (23rd
April) till September. It was also part of his remit to check the ice on lakes for public
safety and he related the time when lads were racing cars on Liden lake but after he
got them to go away others went out and wait for it — —

—— lit a bonfire on the frozen lake!! - at the same time other boys were throwing
bricks around the edge of the lake trying to crack the ice!

Also boys had held Ben Hur type of chariot races on the ice with supermarket shop-
ping trolleys!

David also brought circus’s back to Swindon as he was responsible for fun fairs and
the like, during this time he became friends with Gary Smart after he came here to
Swindon to talk about the circus coming to Swindon. Gary said how much more he
liked Swindon that Windsor (please note that Cilla Slipper!) when asked why? he re-
plied it was because he got coffee and biscuits immediately here, but in Windsor he
got nothing!

Gary is the grandson of Billy Smart of the famous circus family and later David was
invited to Wandsworth in London to meet more of the show business folk ,anyway
he got there early with his daughter and they were hungry so went across the park
to buy Fish & Chips which they sat on a park bench and ate. On reaching the circus
big top, the ringmaster, resplendent in redcoat etc, told them that Gary wanted them
to come through, so in they went to be greeted with champagne and a superb buffet
including Caviar, his daughter was immediately struck by all the celebrities, TV stars
etc, in the room and kept naming them to him—then she said there is (?cant re-
member who?)
