Our Speaker Stephanie Hathaway — her subject

‘The Koalas’ and Stephanie informed us of the work they do with children aged from
birth to 5 years of age. The children are all in the special needs of some sort variety
and of course this covers a vast multitude of different needs!



For today many children survive, that in the not so distant past would not have done
so and this leaves parents in a state of grief for the child they might have had, but at
the same time they have to learn to cope with the child they actually do have. This in
turn gives implications to all the family and their family life and in some cases the
other siblings will actually become the almost forgot-
ten children due to attention being lavished on the dis-
abled one, so families have to be educated and made

aware etc, (I am really sorry if I am not explaining this is the
same caring manner that she did but | do find it is such a difficult

item to report) AS the children get older they will go into
schools that will suit their abilities, some to main-
stream schools with a special needs support, some to
actual special needs schools and some to mainstream T -
schools. Nowadays they will receive the education and training that they can man-
age and here computers are really useful as some may not have full use of the
hands but can move a joystick or move a mouse a little, etc, etc.

We were surprised to hear that only around 30% of these children are actually diag-
nosed by professionals nowadays, due in no small part to the lack of hands on
health visitors today—for in the old days (about 10YEARS AGO!!!) health visitors
called to see and do checks on babies and toddlers, now the kids get a birthday
card stating what the kids should be doing at that age! - so much for progress!!
However some health visitors are very good and do refer the kids but it is usually
the same ones whilst others don't refer any kids at all.

The Koala team totals 5 members of staff and they see 12 kids a day and have a
waiting list but this varies throughout the year when kids start school etc.

After fielding a raft of questions about her work ,Stephanie was able to sit down and
hear Host Peter Treasure give a moving vote of thanks, during which he brought
to the clubs attention the need for a financial donation to go to the Koalas to support
their worthwhile tasks.
