As promised, | send a few details noted during last night’s talk on

Lights for Learning given by Roger Mugridge and assisted by Mike Noble.

The charity was founded by Roger 4 years ago when serious illness ended a successful ca-
reer as an electrical engineer and put a stop to his motorcycle Trial Riding activities which
had also resulted in success.

When most of us would sit back and dwell on our own misfortune, Roger conceived, de-
signed and manufactured a system of solar powered low voltage LED lights to replace the
outdated, inefficient and dangerous kerosene lamps responsible for thousands of deaths
from fire and smoke inhalation.

This innovative program has already brought light to many of the poorest children in Africa
and the Philippines as well as enabling many adults to attend evening classes in agriculture
and AIDS awareness.

Training classes have been set up to teach local people to install the lights.

Particularly noteworthy is the way that Roger and his helpers have mastered the many logis-
tical problems and red tape such as import restrictions and negotiations with Chinese manu-
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facturers as well as liaising with individuals from every walk of life. HRH Princess
Anne heads the list which includes politicians, government officials, local village lead-
ers, even mafia members have to be consulted to achieve the goal of giving light to
those in poverty.

The difference to peoples lives is incalculable and the charity is gaining momentum
with requests coming in from all over the world, even Afghanistan (Golds, as host |
took the liberty of volunteering you for this trip... you get a free t-shirt!- shame it looks
like a target from a distance) — Gee thanks Mark, but | reckon Peggy is much more
deserving of a trip there! Golds!

| also made a few notes which | add to Marks for a greater understanding of the need
worldwide;

In country's still using the old lamps 95% of children under 5 die from the use of the
old Kerosene lamps.

They can only install the panels on the corrugated iron roofs between 6 and 8am as
the sun makes to roof so hot they get burnt if they are up there any longer.

The 12 volt LED’s can be held in the hand as they are cold and do not get hot enough
to burn.

They take 28K of cable with them that is 17.5 miles they take their ladies with them to
go into girls dormitories ahead of them when fixing the lights

A 30ft x 20ft classroom only needs 12 lamps as they are so bright and one solar panel
can run 2 classrooms.

All the kit is made/assembled in England

Governments are now so grateful that they waive customs and import duty A school
in Harrogate has raised over £17,000 for them and this will pay to do the three schools
they are fitting next

In the last TWO weeks FIVE countries have contacted them asking for installations
Roger also said that they had given sets of lights to some Lions in Africa -Now hav-
ing been on Safari in Africa and having a tent next to Dick and Sam we are all well
aware that the Lions in Africa that settled down for dinner outside their tent don’t actu-
ally need lights at night!- but my word they are noisy eaters!

Host Mark gave a brilliant summing up where he stated that he is amazed at the good
Rotary does—what a great example this is—the inventiveness—how they deal with
political red tape and even how they use the polystyrene chip packing to go into the
open loo’s so that it floats on the top and stops mosquitoes breeding there
