Paul explained that he and Lynn have been committee members of the Wiltshire section of “Breakthrough
Breast Cancer” since July of last year and have taken on the responsibility of Group Leader and Fund-
raising Committee Chairman from Shirley Garman, the founder of the Wiltshire group, since she stood
down. Some of the many fund raising activities that Lynn has participated in include the London Moon-
walk and the Swindon twin-peaks walking group.

Breakthrough is a national registered charity with its head office in London and 50 Regional Groups through-
out the UK, all staffed by volunteers. The structure of the Wiltshire group is:- A Fundraising Group who
organise and support events and activities. The Support Group comprising of both past and present
breast cancer sufferers how provide care and companionship for fellow sufferers. A Friends Group that
support the fundraising activities.

Paul explained why the work of “Breakthrough” is so important with 44,000 women and 300 men being diag-
nosed with breast cancer each year. Their ultimate aim is to help provide a future free from the fear of
breast cancer. To help achieve this aim they have opened a Research Centre in London and three Re-
search Units in London, Manchester and Edinburgh.
