Rotary meeting — Tuesday 17" March 2009.
This was the night we were invaded by Rotarians from the South West of England. The Club wel-
comed five members of the Rotary Club of Wootton Bassett Town, President Barb ara Rum-
bold, Senior Vice President Philippa Lawrence  (an old friend of mine) Rotarians Steve Walls,
Chris Tibdell and Andy Griffiths a Past Presidento  f our Club. We were also pleased to wel-
come two other guests William Pitt who had arrived with our speaker and he has promised to at-
tend again next week so hopefully we may get him interested in Rotary the Swindon Thamesdown
way also Alison Sutton a friend of Andy Giriffiths.
Our speaker for the night was Rotarian David Ford from the Rotary Club of Helston & Lizard
from down in deepest Cornwall. Apparently this club was the most southerly Rotary club in Britain
when it met at a hotel in Mullion but now they meet in a Pub in Helston and have
probably lost this tag.
Our meal consisted of the Holiday Inn curry which received
compliments from the Bassett people (they must get out
more often) but only got a 2 out of 10 rating from Rotarian
Hanif. After the meal President Bob proposed the toast
‘Rotary around the World’ forgetting all about Her Majesty
the Queen. Then on our
return after the break he
gave apology and included
a new member whom we
all had not heard of,

think this must be our new Chinese member. | honestly never saw
the 10 day letter for this new member.
As mentioned our speaker was Rotarian David Ford who talked
to us about Shelter Boxes. What a fantastic thing this is, a true
Rotary effort in helping others around the world. David told us that
this started in 2000 and was called the ‘Millennium Project’. Each
box gives shelter for 10 people and cost £490. The contents of
each box can be adapted for any specific disaster anywhere in the
world. The Shelter Box Trust can respond instantly to earth-
gquakes, volcano, floods, cyclone, tsunami or conflict. Every box

contains its own unique number, so as a donor you can track your box all

the way to its destination.

The figures supplied by David were very interesting. Back in 2000 they

had 20 part time volunteers filling boxes in a damp disused hanger at

RAF Culdrose. In the first year they did 300 boxes, in year three they did

900. When the Tsunami struck they had £3 million in donations and by

2005 they had £6 million in donations and did 12-13000 boxes. They now

employ 18 folk folk full time!

In the 8 years they have been operating they have received £25 million in

donations, prepared 40,000 boxes and helped in excess of 800,000 peo-

ple but this is only scratching the surface of people who need this type of help.

It was good to hear that the Trust now has its own premises and 18 members of staff. Each year they

are producing around 10,000 boxes for distribution.
Just a few facts on the actual boxes, each one weigh 55 kilograms and 250 can be loaded onto each
lorry. 90 to 95% of all cost is used for the contents of the boxes.
After David had explained all the facts we were then treated to a short video showing the various dis-
asters the boxes had been sent to around the world. One interesting point David mentioned was the
fact that when hurricane Katrina struck the USA boxes from the UK arrived 2 days later but the USA
help arrived a week later. Well done the UK.
This was a very interesting talk and showed many of the good projects that Rotary does for others
around the world. If any of you want to get some more information then please visit the Trust’s web-
site at www.shelterbox.org. One thing | did notice was the caption at the end of the video summed it
all up “With your help we can and do make a difference”




After the talk the vote of thanks was delivered with great professionalism from Junior Vice Presi-
dent John Fisher (that's me) and all those assembled, | am sure, found David’s talk the most
interesting part of the evening.
After a few pieces of business including approval for the bus for the Belarus children, The Chi-
nese night at the Rendezvous on Monday 23 ™ March, Golf Day on Wednesday 21 ' May
and the Spring Dance on the 25 ™ April. As normal the atmosphere was excellent with just over
30 people in the room. Rtn, Peter Treasure now a ‘slim mean fighting ma-
chine’ having shredded lots of pounds (weight not money) handed the mantel
of almoner over to Past President Fred Child to extort monies from the
gathered throng but he still had to handle the money as enforcer!. We
awaited with bated breath for Fred to inflict fines. This he did fining President
Bob £3 in total for all his ‘gaffs’ £3 for
Andy Griffiths  just for being Andy Grif-
fiths and Peter Goldsworthy £2 for
some form misdemeanour.
