The day started at 8.30am when Dianne Fisher, Beryl Coster (Auntie), Glen and | ar  rived at Sue and
Steve Davison’s home in Bishopstone. The ladies made packed lunch boxes for the children from Bela-
rus' day out, supervised by Steve and me. We were also responsible for testing & gquality control and the
packing of the children’s lunch boxes. Each box contained an apple, fruit drink and a ham and cheese
sandwich, Mandy Coe had also made some fairy cakes for the lunch boxes. By 9.45am all the 60 boxes
were made and | had the privilege of travelling on the coach with the children from Bishopstone to the
Cotswold Wild Life Park . Magical Timmy Time the children’s entertainer also accompanied the children
and spent the journey making balloon sculptures for the children to keep them amused. Unfortunately he
did not have time to make a balloon hat for Sally and Richard Goddard or me, but per-

haps next year!

The park kindly allowed the children free entry with a subsidised entry fee for the host
family members.

On arrival the children entered the park with their host families
and friends and looked in wonderment at animals and birds on
display. This was the first visit to a Zoo or wildlife park the chil-
dren have ever experienced and you can only imagine what was
going through their minds.

At midday the Wild Life Park had arranged a special (exclusive) feeding time for
the penguins for the children. Unfortunately the Penguins did not want to feed as the
weather was too hot and they were moulting their winter
coats! However the keeper showed the children the penguins
and with the help of the interpreter explained to the children
about the different types of penguin and their habitats. As |
stood with the children | wondered what they thought as they

were in such a different country, a different culture, a different lan-
guage and looking at such strange animals but all of them listened
intently with huge smiles on their faces.

Lunch was served by the Sue, Glen and Auntie

at 1.00pm at the picnic area. Each of the children

was handed a lunch box and a packet of crisps.

We all noted how grateful they were and all of

them said thank you either in Belarusian or Eng-

lish. The entertainer sang and played his guitar to

entertain the children while they ate their lunch. He

also made what can only be described as balloon sculptures for the children

and they all sat patiently watching him and waiting their turn. One 13 year

old boy is dependent on a wheel chair due to a genetic disorder. He was

very shy and when asked what if he wanted a balloon hat he reluctantly

agreed. As we all stood with him watching Timmy make his hat into a huge

spider we realised he was struggling to smile like the other children. It was

not that he was not happy but simply not used to smiling and being treated in
such a way. When Timmy finally placed the hat on his head a huge smile
spread across his face and he spent the rest of the afternoon proudly
wearing his hat together with a huge beaming smile.

At the end of the lunch the children presented a
wicker basket and table runner they had brought
for Belarus as thank you to the ladies for making
their lunches. The children and the host families
then returned to the park to enjoy the animals for
the rest of the afternoon.



The coach left the Wild Life Park and travelled back to Bishopstone for the Children’s Barbeque and
entertainment.

The staff at the True Heart Bishopstone had originally planned to

have the children’s party in the garden but in the event they closed the pub to enable the children to
have party inside due to the dark clouds approaching. Timmy Time entertained the children for an
hour with a magic show which had them spell bound with his tricks. All the children and even the teen-
age boys who tried to show how grown up they were roared with laughter at the show. The afternoon
ended with the food being served by Mandy Hickton and the team from the True Heart.

The Barbeque food was greatly received by all the children particularly the burgers and sausages.

I would like to thank all the Rotarians, partners and friends who
helped organise this special day for the children. Rotary does
make a difference to the lives of those less fortunate than our-
selves. These children will not only have a special memory of
their day at the Cotswold Wild Life Park but their month visit to
England will extend their lives by two years.

Someone asked the other day, 'What was your favorite fast food when you were growing up?'
'‘We didn't have fast food when | was growing up,' | informed him.

'All the food was slow.' 'C'mon, seriously.. Where did you eat?"' 'lt was a place called 'at home," |
explained 'Mom cooked every day and when Dad got home from work, we sat down together at
the dining room table, and if | didn't like what she put on my plate | was allowed to sit there until
| did like it." -By this time, the kid was laughing so hard | was afraid he was going to suffer seri-
ous internal damage, so | didn't tell him the part about how | had to have permission to leave
the table.

But here are some other things | would have told him about my childhood if | figured his system
could have handled it :

Some parents NEVER;

owned their own house, wore Levis, set foot on a golf course, travelled out of the country or had
a credit card. In their later years they had something called a revolving charge card. The card
was good only at Sears Roebuck. Or maybe it was Sears & Roebuck. Either way, there is no

Roebuck anymore. Maybe he died.

My parents never drove me to soccer practice. This was mostly because we never had heard of
soccer. (wow, Poor things!!!) | had a bicycle that weighed probably 50 pounds, and only had one
speed, (slow).

We didn't have a television in our house until | was 19. It was, of course, black and white, and
the station went off the air at midnight, after playing the national anthem and a poem about
God; it came back on the air at about 6 a.m. And there was usually a locally produced news and
farm show on, featuring local people.

| was 21 before | tasted my first pizza, it was called 'pizza pie.' When | bit into it, | burned the
roof of my mouth and the cheese slid off, swung down, plastered itself against my chin and
burned that, too. It's still the best pizza | ever had.

I never had a telephone in my room. The only phone in the house was in the living room and it
was on a party line. Before you could dial, you had to listen and make sure some people you
didn't know weren't already using the line. Pizzas were not delivered to our home. But milk
was..(mine still is, Golds!)

All newspapers were delivered by boys and all boys delivered newspapers --my brother deliv-
ered a newspaper, six days a week. It cost 7 cents a paper, of which he got to keep 2 cents. He
had to get up at 6AM every morning. On Saturday, he had to collect the 42 cents from his cus-
tomers. His favorite customers were the ones who gave him 50 cents and told him to keep the
change. His least favorite customers were the ones who seemed to never be home on collec-
tion day.

Movie stars kissed with their mouths shut. At least, they did in the movies. There were no movie
ratings because all movies were responsibly produced for everyone to enjoy viewing, without
profanity or violence or most anything offensive.

If you grew up in a generation before there was fast food, you may want to share some of these
memories with your children or grandchildren.. Just don't blame me if they bust a gut laughing.
