Our guest speaker for this partners invited meeting was Hannah Noble from Break-
through Breast Cancer who had kindly travelled from London to attend our partner’s
evening.

Hannah who is a National Fundraiser for the Organisation and based in their London
Headquarters began her presentation by saying ‘ It is a sad fact that she doubt that
anyone in the room did not know someone who has been affected by breast cancer’.
Nearly 46,000 women are diagnosed with Breast
Cancer each year and that we might be surprised to know that
300 men per year are also diagnosed. Breast Cancer is the sin-
gle most common form of cancer and sadly 1000 women die
"l each year.




Hannah explained that the Organisation raises all its funds
through donations largely through individuals arranging events
and taking part in sponsored activities or making cash dona-
tions. They also have a number of high profile partners such
as M& S, Avon, Adidas, H Samuel’'s and many more who have
specific products that they are selling in their outlets that a per-
centage is paid to the charity.

Breakthrough's work is divided into 3 main areas Research, Campaigning and Education.

The Research Centre in London opened nearly 10 years ago and the team including
scientists are working hard to discover more about the breast biology and how the

genes are involved in breast cancer. 100,000 women are currently being researched
every 2 and half years over a period of 40 years. The team have already found 8 pos-
sible new treatments and two potential new drugs have reached clinical testing stage.

They continue to have ongoing Campaigns to ensure

that everyone that develops breast cancer has access

to services, helping to make improvement in Local Can-

cer services and pressing for continued improvements to breast cancer

screening across the UK by reducing the age that screening starts and

the frequency of mammograms. They have been instrumental in reduc-

ing the waiting time from presenting with symptoms at the GP to getting
to see a consultant to 2 weeks, previously it could have been as long as 8 weeks!!!!

Breakthrough also want to reduce the devastation of breast can-
cer through education. They offer advice and information to
women which includes what to look for, how your lifestyle
choices can increase your risk and how your family history can
effect this. On diagnosis they can provide information on treat-
ments and support services.

Hannah then very kindly answered our questions and offered to
find out some additional information for us where she couldn’t the questions herself.

Finally, | would like to thank our own members Paul & Lynn Parfrey who
are themselves heavily involved in the local branch of Breakthrough for
contacting Hannah for us and ensuring that she caught the last train home
